PERFORMANCE NOTES:

Accidentals apply to the octave in which they appear and hold throughout the measure,
though in more chromatic passages courtesy accidentals are given.

The second movement is notated without barlines or traditional stems & note values. The
general character should be quasi-chant-like, with the text being the driving factor behind
the rhythm, tempo, phrasing & dynamics. The note values are proportional, though quite
flexible depending on their placement in the text as well as printed proximity to each other;
i.e. notes that are closer generally have shorter time values. During much of the movement
the three voices should move in precise - though free - rhythmic unison, as indicated by the
vertical alignment of the noteheads.

The tempo should be extremely free and rubaro. A solid arrow over the score or staff
indicates a general accelerando, and a dotted arrow indicates a ritardando.

50]53nge ("Sunsongs") was commissioned by Liber unUsualis and King's
Chapel, Boston. The text is a triptych of short poems I wrote while living
n Copenhagen some years ago, and I had been waiting for the opportune

moment to set them to music ever since.

Having worked with Liber unUsualis for several years in early music, I
was thrilled by the prospect of finally getting to write for them. Although
50]5;mge is in not in a "neo-Gothic" style, I nevertheless could not resist
playing to their strengths and dipping into the deep well of medieval
music for inspiration. For example, the Ist movement is a complex, strict
canon harkening back to Ciconia as a not-too-distant model; though the
harmonic & rhythmic languages could hardly be confused as trecenco.
The 2nd movement is notated without any strict rhythms or meters, and
is a quasi-St. Gall chant in an ultra-chromatic modality.  The final
movement is a sort of organum in the "modern-St. Martial" styie, with

some mozarabic spice thrown in for flavor.
